entire credit history. The program then grades your average relative to that of other consumers in the database and assigns your credit score.


Let’s presume that you have worked very hard over the years to pay your creditors in a timely manner. But somehow, two 30-day “lates” from 6 months ago are showing on your credit record and are depressing your credit score. Unless you can successfully dispute the accuracy of your credit record, time and credit management are your only remedies.


But if you believe your credit records obtain inaccuracies, you can contact the three national credit repositories. By law, they are required to provide, on your request, a free Credit Report every 12 months.


When you look at the summary of your credit history in your report, you can flag any inaccuracies. Then the most expedient route is to go online to the credit repository website and report what those inaccuracies are. Alternately, you can write, detailing the same information. The credit repository then goes back to the creditor whose records you are disputing and requests evidence of your alleged delinquency. If you engage the process online, then the contact with the creditor is also online and virtually instantaneous.


The creditors have 30 days to respond in writing to justify the accuracy of their records. Should they fail to respond within that time frame, the credit repositories must remove the disputed entries from your credit record. This procedure does not apply to public record items such as collections, judgments, and bankruptcy.


As a result of mortgage lenders looking for ways to reduce the time and costs of setting up mortgage loans, credit scores have found their way into the loan underwriting process. This development has been encouraged by the successful use of credit scores by banks in making consumer loans and by credit card issuers in underwriting revolving lines of credit.


The traditional mortgage qualification process basically evaluates your income, credit, and collateral (the property to be financed) against a standard set of guidelines. If your particulars fall within these guidelines, normally established by secondary market entities, such as “Fannie Mae”, “Freddie Mac”, and “Ginnie Mae”, your loan gets approved. However, in the process of applying for a mortgage loan, the detail-filled application of these guidelines is a time-consuming and often cumbersome process.


Mortgage lenders are finding that credit scores are equal or better predictors of your mortgage loan credit worthiness than the traditional, paper-intensive, underwriting process. By comparing your credit scores to a large database of past and current mortgage holders’ scores, lenders can provide you with a quick, efficient loan decision. So, if you have a good credit record, getting a mortgage loan can now happen much faster than ever before.

How Is My Credit Score Determined (compliments of Cape Cod & Islands Mortgage)








If you read the book “1984”, you know about “Big Brother” and that he is probably “watching you”. But did you know that (when it comes to credit history) you have three “Big Brothers” in the form of the national credit repositories of Equifax, Experian, and Trans Union? They are not only keepers of your credit records but also of your “credit scores”.


Each national credit repository translates pages of your credit history into a simple three digit score. For example, Equifax hires a company called Fair Isaac to produce what is known as your “FICO” score. Fair Isaac takes information from your credit file with Equifax and enters it into a sophisticated computer analysis program. This information includes your on-time payment history, the amount of outstanding credit you have, your credit balances compared to your credit limits, any history of credit problems, the lengths of credit relationships and residence at your current address. Your credit data is compared, or “scored”, against a large database of other consumers’ credit histories. Mortgage lenders now make extensive use of these scores to help them predict the likelihood of your making your mortgage payment on time, every time.


	All of the data is then fed into a sophisticated computer system that assigns levels of importance or “weights” to each record. For example, a record showing that you paid your credit card bill late last month is given a greater weight than a record from the same creditor showing you paid late two years ago. A record showing you paid 60 days late is weighted more heavily than one showing you were only 30 days late. A late payment on installment debt, such as a mortgage or car loan, is weighted more heavily than a “late” on a revolving debt such as a credit card.


After all your records have been assigned weights, the computer compiles a “weighted average” of your
