With Graham Cracker Crust





Pie Crust for 9 inch pie





1-1/4 cups graham cracker crumbs 


1-4 cup sugar


1/4  cup softened butter or margarine





Combine ingredients and mix well. Press firmly over bottom and sides of 9-inch pie pan. Chill for 1 hour or bake at 375 degrees for 8 minutes.  Cool before filling.

1 14 oz. can low-fat sweetened condensed milk


1/3 cup key lime juice


1 cup whipping cream whipped

After 3 years, the final plan for Eastham’s Ocean Beach has been approved by the Cape Cod Commission. Eastham’s Ocean Beach sits on 3% of the town-owned land on Ocean View Drive. This 4-acre plan will use 20% of the land on the ocean side of the road. The plan will include parking on gravel for 250 cars shielded by 75 feet of exiting trees and additional plantings to create a buffer zone from the road.  The Beach will be built with donations from supporters of the Beach, not real estate taxes.





The plans for Eastham’s Oean Beach will require approval by Eastham’s Conservation Committee.





The Cape Cod Commission approval required mediation for traffic and moth habitat. The Beach Committee and the Town responded with an 8-acre conservation restriction placed around the 4-acre final plan. The conservation restriction will be held in trust assuring the prevention of future development of this oceanfront land. This conservation restriction will require the approval of residents at the next Town Meeting on Monday, May 2 at 7:00 PM at Nauset Regional High School.
